Tribe awaits
ruling on
application
for casino

Wyandotte chief remains hopeful

The drawn-out issue hasn’t been resolved, but
the stalemate could be lifting soon. The Wyandotte
Nation of Oklahoma still owns land located on the
south side of 77th North between Sedgwick County
Fire Station 32 and the former Wild West World
property in Park City, and the tribe isn’t giving up
plans to build a casino.

The U.S. Interior Department is nearing a deci-
sion regarding an application by the Wyandotte
Nation to take the 10.5 acres into trust for a casino.
Wyandotte Chief Billy Friend said he expects the
complex matter to at least move forward in the com-
ing days, and ultimately he expects the casino to
become a reality.

The Wyandotte Nation sued the Department of
the Interior in July 2011, arguing the department had
intentionally delayed processing the application that
has been pending in the department since January
2009.

“We feel that the facts are the facts and the reason
we filed suit was for the delay,” Friend said.

In April, a U.S. District Court judge didn’t go
as far as to order the Interior Department to accept
the Park City land into trust, but she did order the

Latchkey
students
forced to
evacuate

Sedgwick County fire crews were kept busy in
the late afternoon to early evening hours of March
13 as they battled grass fires along major highways
in the northern and eastern parts of the county. A fire
that closed the westbound lanes of K-96 at Hillside
spread along I-135 north to 61st North.

Sedgwick County Deputy Fire Chief Craig Lew
said the fire did not spread to any structures. How-
ever, the fire along 61st did spread to the back of
the Chisholm Trail Elementary School property in
Park City. The building and equipment behind the
building were spared, but as a precaution, Park City
police officers evacuated 30 students to the Park
City Senior Center.

Park City Police Lt. Henry Spurlock said the
students are part of a latchkey program at the school
located near 61st North and I-135 in the 6000 block
of Independence. The evacuation occurred about
5:20 p.m. according to a Park City police report.

Council OKs restructuring in police department

The Park City Police Department is
restructuring. And it’s managing to do
so with its current level of manpower
and within its budget.

At the Park City Council’s March
25 meeting, Police Chief Phil Bostian
discussed the restructuring which
essentially amounts to adding an
additional lieutenant position and drop-
ping one sergeant position in favor of

promoting one of the city’s sergeants to
the new administrative role.

The restructuring would split one
current lieutenant position into two
roles, an administrative lieutenant and
an operations lieutenant. The council
voted 7-0 to approve the restructuring
within the police department. Council
member John Lehnherr was absent
from the March 25 meeting.

With proposed restructuring in
his department, Bostian said current

lieutenant Henry Spurlock would
transition to the administrative lieuten-
ant role, which, according to its formal
job description would require him “to
perform responsible staff and adminis-
trative functions and assist the Chief of
Police in his/her duties.” “The Police
Administrative Lieutenant will assist
with the enforcement of all federal,
state and local laws and ordinances,”
the job description said.

The Police Operations Lieutenant

will hold more of a supervisor role
over the sergeants and officers on duty
as well as the department’s detective.
Bostian said the operations lieutenant
would also take part in patrol duties on
the first shift.

The new organization chart in
the police department calls for two
sergeants to oversee officers on the
second and third patrol shifts. Beyond
the chief, lieutenant and sergeant posi-
tions, Park City’s police department

personnel includes a records supervisor
and an administrative assistant, one
detective and 13 officers split into three
shifts to give the community around-
the-clock patrol.

With the restructuring, Bostian indi-
cated the department could increase its
efficiency with the opportunity to shift
administrative responsibilities to one
position toward the top of the hierarchy
with another dedicated to supervising
the manpower patrolling the streets.

A project designed to give
a facelift to one of the main
entrances into Park City is near
completion.

The work, which started in
January, was cleared last August
when the Park City Council ap-
proved spending up to $200,000
in reserve funds allocated in
2009 to get the beautifica-
tion project under way. About
$25,000 in additional fund-
ing was approved to pay for
wayfinding signage in the city
that is meant to guide visitors to
city-owned properties, includ-
ing parks and city buildings.

Also as part of the beau-
tification work, the city has
replaced its older, white
entrance signs with more visible
turquoise signs.

The beautification effort was
placed high on Park City’s pri-
ority list in line with marketing.
Currently, there’s not much in
place to let traveling motorists
unfamiliar with the area know
that they’re in Park City when

PETS REQUIRE LICENSE AND VACCINATION

The Code Enforcement Department is aggressively enforcing the license and vaccination require-
ments for animals as outline in the Park City Municipal Code. This is due to the fact that since the
first of this year, there have been several dog bite cases and the animals in question were either not
licensed or vaccinated. In addition, the department has found several cases where residents have had
more animals than are allowed.

Make sure that you are following the requirements of licensing, vaccination and for limiting the num-
ber of animals that you can maintain. The following information is directly from the Municipal Code.

Municipal Code (2-104 a&b) in Park City. (a)Licensing and Exception. It shall be unlawful for a
Person to own, keep, or harbor any dog or cat over five (5) months of age within the City limits unless
there has been issued a permit for keeping each such dog or cat and without such dog or cat having a
current vaccination against rabies performed by a Veterinarian. (b)The Owner of a dog or cat over five
(5) months old is hereby required to register such dog or cat with the City Clerk and make application
for and obtain a permit to keep such dog or cat as herein provided.

Violation; Penalty Any Person violating any provision of this Ordinance shall be guilty of a misde-
meanor and shall be punished by a fine of not more than One Thousand Dollars ($1,000.00) and/or
by imprisonment of not more than one hundred eighty (180) days in jail, or by both such fine and im-
prisonment, for each such violation of this Ordinance; provided, the minimum fine for the herein below
enumerated subsections of this Ordinance shall be assessed as a minimum fine as follows:

Failure to Have Rabies Vaccination ~ 1st offense - not less than $50.00

2nd offense - not less than $100.00
3rd or subsequent offense - not less than $150.00

1st offense - not less than $50.00

2nd offense - not less than $100.00

3rd or subsequent offense - not less than $150.00
Municipal Code 2-122 NUMBER OF CERTAIN ANIMALS LIMITED. No more than three

(3) different kinds of domestic Animals shall be maintained on any one (1) Premises, excluding com-

mercial or Agricultural Classifications, and no more than four (4) rabbits, one hundred (100) pigeons,

or two (2) domestic Animals of other kinds not herein specified or prohibited by other sections of this

Ordinance, or any combination of cats and dogs totaling three (3), subject to the provisions of this Or-

dinance; provided, that this section shall apply only to mature Animals that are fully weaned and shall

not apply to common carriers transporting domestic Animals to or through the City.

Failure to Obtain a Permit to Keep an Animal

Please make sure that when you pay your

Are you prepared?

Sedgwick County Emergency Man-
agement will present a program developed
by the National Weather Service to help
educate Sedgwick County citizens about
severe weather and ways to stay safe.

A severe weather safety classes will
be offered at the Park City Senior Center,
6100 N. Hydraulic, on Monday, April 7, at
6:30 PM. All severe weather safety classes
are FREE of charge for Sedgwick County
residents.

TORNADOES AND OVERPASS SAFETY
Many people mistakenly think that a
highway overpass provides safety from
a tornado. In reality, an overpass may be
one of the worst places to seek shelter
from a tornado. Seeking shelter under an
overpass puts you at greater risk of being
killed or seriously injured by flying debris
from the powerful tornadic winds. Tornadic

winds can make the most benign item a
dangerous missile. In addition to the debris
that can injure you, the winds under an
overpass are channeled and could easily
blow you or carry you out from under

the overpass and throw you hundreds of
yards.

As a last resort, lie flat in a ditch, ravine
or below grade culvert to protect yourself
from flying debris. If no ditch is available,
you may remain in your vehicle, put on
your seatbelt, lower yourself below window
level, and cover your head with your hands
or a blanket.

SIRENS ARE AN OUTDOOR WARNING
SYSTEM

Every year the National Weather
Service and the emergency management
communities get together and provide
severe weather information for the public.
Each year we emphasize the fact that the
outdoor sirens are just that...an Outdoor
Warning System. Every year we get a
multitude of calls telling us that the sirens
can’t be heard while in the house. Severe
weather season usually begins in the early
spring in Kansas. We all need to be pre-
pared for severe weather at any time of the
day or night and at any time of year. The
National Weather Service, emergency

management, law enforcement, the
9-1-1 center, and the fire department
cannot notify every individual of the pos-
sibility of severe weather in their town. The
local media outlets and All Hazards NOAA
Weather Radio are your best sources for
information concerning severe weather
watches and warnings. Do not wait for the
sirens to be your warning system at home.

Sirens may

not be working if the power is out and
often times cannot be heard indoors. Si-
rens may not be activated for other severe
threats such as damaging straight line
winds in excess of 60 mph, large hail, and
flooding. Monitor NOAA Weather Radio
and local media then take the appropri-
ate action for the severe weather threat.

If it appears that a severe thunderstorm

is approaching your location, do not wait
for the outdoor sirens, take immediate
action to protect your life and the lives of
others in your home. When severe weather
threatens at night while most people sleep,
it can be especially dangerous. Oftentimes
in the heat of the spring and summer, we
cannot hear outdoor sirens over running
air conditioners. A NOAA Weather Radio
with a back-up battery can make the differ-
ence for you and your family.

Take responsibility...listen to the
media.... take protective action....survive to
enjoy the wonderful warm sunny days that
also come this time of year.

LIGHTNING SAFETY

* Watch for developing thunderstorms
and be ready to act when thunder is heard.

* Lightning can strike as far as 10 miles
from an area where it is raining. That’s
about the distance you can hear thunder.

* If you can hear thunder, you are
within striking distance. Seek safe shelter
IMMEDIATELY!

Outdoor Activities:

* Minimize the risk of being struck by
moving indoors or to vehicles at the first
roar of thunder.

Theater, grocery possible at Echo Hills

Developer Mike Loveland
has yet to make the next big
announcement regarding the
Echo Hills commercial de-
velopment, but he at least has
shared some information to
give a general idea of what he
has in mind for the project.

Last month, Loveland told
the Park City council that
he’s been in discussion with
more than 20 prospects for
development on the 84-acre
former golf course property
just west of 53rd North and
I-135.

He said the prospects
include four or five potential
tenants that would serve as
anchors and “really acceler-
ate the project.”

The identities of the
20 prospects haven’t been
disclosed, but recently, Park
City Administrator Jack
Whitson said possibilities
include a movie theater, a
large grocery store chain and
a convenience store among
several prospects. While
Loveland has vaguely shared

what he’s working on with
Park City leaders, Whitson
said there’s still a wide range
of potential businesses that
could be a good fit for the
Echo Hills site and until fur-
ther notice, the future of the
property remains unfocused.

Last fall, the Arby’s res-
taurant chain solidified its
commitment to build on the
Echo Hills property on a lot
toward the front of the devel-
opment. However, it remains
unclear when construction
would begin on the restau-
rant.

Loveland said more
tangible progress could be
expected throughout the de-
velopment once he’s able to
get commitments from larger
tenants that will serve as the
foundation for the entire proj-
ect. At its Feb. 11 meeting,
he told the Park City council
that he’s close to hammering
down more commitments.

Plans for Echo Hills call
for an approximate 324,000
square-foot box store to serve
as an anchor that will draw
other businesses to fill out

the development, Loveland
said.

“Those anchors have such
an effect on just a bunch of
small businesses that will
come in right behind them
as soon was we can get them
nailed down,” Loveland told
the Park City Chamber at its
August meeting.

In 2012, the Park City
council approved about $4.2
million in infrastructure
improvements for the de-
velopment with the bulk of
the expense for paving and
sanitary sewer work. Future
tenants will reimburse the
cost for the improvements
with the issuance of special
assessments.

Last summer, Loveland
said that once complete, the
Echo Hills commercial de-
velopment would somewhat
resemble what’s in place on
about 80 acres at Kellogg and
Greenwich where a Walmart
and Lowe’s Home Improve-
ment store are accompanied
by an auto dealership out
front with some multi-use
retail and restaurants.

department to provide status
reports on its processing

of the application every 90
days, or quarterly.

April 14 marks the one-
year deadline on that ruling.

The tribe claimed it
bought the 10.5 acres in Park
City in 1992 with land-claim
settlement money, meaning
it should be allowed to own
the land in trust and build
the casino. A law passed by
Congress in 1984 gave the
Wyandotte Nation $100,000
to purchase land to hold in
trust. The law was approved
in the tribe’s favor after the
Wyandotte had claimed it
was never properly reim-
bursed for land in Ohio the
government had taken from it
in 1843,

The proposed Indian
casino in Park City has met
opposition from the State
of Kansas, which has com-
plicated the case. The state
intervened in the tribe’s law-
suit against the Department
of the Interior, arguing that

the tribe didn’t exclusively
use settlement money to buy
the land in Park City and
that the settlement in favor
of the tribe had already been
fulfilled when the Wyandotte
built a gaming hall in Kansas
City, Kan.

Friend said there is no
language in the 1984 law
that says the tribe can’t hold
more than one piece of land
in trust.

If the trust application
finally sees approval, Friend
said the Wyandotte Nation
would notify the National
Indian Gaming Commission,
which would then reward the
license for the tribe to build
a casino.

“We would then immedi-
ately start going forward with
site work,” Friend said.

And with the land held
in trust by a Native Ameri-
can tribe, the casino could
be built even if state-owned
gaming isn’t legal in
Sedgwick County.

Friend said the Wyan-
dotte’s casino in Park City
would contribute locally with
job creation and revenue
sharing, even though it would
have a tax-exempt status.

The tribal casino in Park
City would cost between $20

million and $30 million and
would include 1,000 to 1,200
slot machines and a small
restaurant.

The casino could expand
if the tribe were to negotiate
with the state to allow for
Class III or Las Vegas-style
gaming.

In September 2010, the
Wyandotte purchased about
six additional acres neighbor-
ing the 10.5-acre site, includ-
ing a lot adjoining the Wild
West World property along
[-135. Friend said the land
could be used for “auxiliary
amenities” including extra
parking for the casino.

But before any of the
plans move forward, the
trust application needs ap-
proval from the U.S. Interior
Department. If the applica-
tion is denied, Friend said the
Wyandotte Nation would re-
spond, but there’s no further

action it can take while the
application is pending.

“Until then, we can’t
get any type of litigation,”
Friend said.

The presence of a tribal
casino would likely cut into
revenue from the state-owned
casino near Mulvane, but
Friend said there is room for
more than one such facil-
ity to prosper in the Wichita
area. On Feb. 26, Friend was
in attendance at the Park City

Chamber of Commerce meet-
ing where the guest speaker
was the spokeswoman for
Wichita Wins, a group advo-
cating for slot machines at

a renovated Wichita Grey-
hound Park.

Friend said there are 12
casinos in Ottawa County,
which has a population of
39,000 people in the Kansas
City area.

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State gears up for severe weather season

We’re almost through March
and we haven’t seen much
in the way of thunderstorms,
but that doesn’t mean we’ll
be spared of severe weather
this spring. Ahead of a severe
weather safety class hosted by
the Park City Senior Center,
Park City Police Chief Phil
Bostian and his department of-
fer advice that can keep citizens
safe in the event of a tornado or
a severe thunderstorm.

“Spring-like weather and
thunderstorms have been
delayed this year by extended
cold weather, and many Kan-
sans may not be thinking about
the approach of severe weather
season,” Bostian said. “How-
ever, as Kansans, we all know
severe (weather) will be upon
us soon.”

At 6:30 p.m. April 7 at
the Park City Senior Center,
6100 N. Hydraulic, Sedgwick

County Emergency Manage-
ment will present a program
developed by the National
Weather Service to help edu-
cate Sedgwick County citizens
about severe weather and ways
to stay safe. The program, pre-
sented in communities across
Sedgwick County in March
and April is free of charge for
Sedgwick County residents.

In preparation for a possible
tornado, safety tips include
developing a plan of action,
having frequent drills, possess-
ing an NOAA Weather Radio
with a warning alarm tone,
and listening to the radio and
television for forecasts before
planning a trip outdoors.

In the event of a tornado
warning or the approach of
threatening weather, citizens
are advised to remember the
“DUCK” acronym:

*Down to the lowest level

*Under something sturdy

*Cover your head

*Keep in the shelter until the
storm has passed

During a severe thunder-
storm or tornado, citizens are
advised to stay away from
windows and if out on the road,
to get out of their vehicles and
get into a sturdy structure or a
ditch. If a sturdy structure or a
ditch isn’t accessible, motorists
caught in a severe storm are
advised to buckle their seatbelts
and to get below the window
level of their vehicles. It is not
advised to take refuge under
an overpass where there is a
greater risk of serious injury
or death from flying debris,
authorities say.

In homes or small buildings,
authorities say citizens should
get to the basement or an inte-
rior room on the lowest level of
a structure. If there isn’t time
to descend to the basement or
lower level, citizens should get
to a closet or a small room with
strong walls or an inside hall-

way and wrap themselves in
overcoats or blankets to protect
themselves from flying debris.

In high rise buildings,
citizens are advised to get to
interior small rooms or halls
and to stay away from exterior
walls or areas with glass.

In schools, hospitals, fac-
tories or shopping centers, au-
thorities say citizens should get
to an interior room or hall on
the lowest level and stay away
from any glass-enclosed areas.
Citizens should not take shelter
in halls that open to the south or
the west, as most storms travel
northeast. Centrally located
stairwells are usually good
shelters, authorities say.

Local police advise citizens
to have the NOAA Weather
radios available because there
are times when the sound of
an air conditioner or television
may drown out the alert from
tornado sirens in a home.

Council OKs financing for purchase of Hayes facility

By all accounts, it seems to
be full steam ahead for a de-
veloper planning to purchase
the Hayes Company building
between Broadway and I-135
along 77th North.

At its March 11 meeting,
the Park City council voted
in support of an ordinance
authorizing the city to issue
a total of $14.6 million in
industrial revenue bonds for
what’s listed as the Murdoch
Properties Project. Park City
Administrator Jack Whitson
explained that the name of
the project is tied in with Air
Capital Delivery and Ware-
house CEO Lou Robelli’s
plans to purchase the Hayes
Company facility.

In January, the council
turned down a resolution
determining the advisability
of issuing industrial revenue
bond because it wasn’t com-
fortable extending a 10-year
property tax abatement on
a property that had recently
gotten back on the tax role.

Before the council ap-
proved the issuance of the
bonds on March 11, Sarah
Steele, representing the city’s
bond council, Gilmore and
Bell, said financing terms
have been finalized with a
bank and the purchaser of
the building, which was only
described as “an existing
commercial warehouse facil-
ity,” planned to close on the
deal the following week.

When Robelli initially
discussed his interest in
purchasing the Hayes prop-
erty late last year, he said that

for the Coleman Company.
On March 11, there was no
confirmation on any potential
tenants for the facility.

With Air Capital Delivery
and Warehouse, Robelli has
developed the city’s industrial
park property on Prospect
Drive west of 61st North
and [-135. Robelli has also
already leased space in the
Hayes Company facility from
which most of the company’s
operation moved. The Hayes
Company had specialized into
a customer-managed ware-
housing business, which ul-
timately led to the bulk of its
operation moving to Dallas.
